Fighting childhood hunger: 

feeding Northeast Florida’s 
SnackPack Programme

Through the support of the Massy Forces for Good award, we 

proudly partnered with Feeding Northeast Florida to help combat 

childhood hunger by providing essential nutrition to food-

insecure students from kindergarten to 12th grade.

This partnership enables Feeding Northeast Florida to produce 

and distribute 2,500 SnackPacks—each weighing approximately 

2.4 pounds and containing two nutritious meals. These packs are 

carefully designed to include milk, cereal, fruit, and protein items, 

ensuring children have access to balanced meals even when 

they are away from school.

The initiative addresses a critical need: over 66,000 children in 

Northeast Florida experience food insecurity, relying heavily on 

school meals during the week. For these children, weekends 

can often mean going without. By filling this gap, the SnackPack 

programme ensures that students not only have the energy to 

learn and grow but also feel cared for by their community.

From August 2022 to May 2023, an astounding 58,113 SnackPacks were distributed to 39 schools across Duval, Putnam, and St. Johns 

Counties. This remarkable effort reflects a deep commitment to nurturing the next generation, helping children thrive academically and 

personally by meeting one of their most basic needs: nutritious food.

At its heart, this initiative is about more than meals—it’s about providing hope, security, and the opportunity for children to focus on their 

potential, not their hunger. 

Caring in action: supporting health 
and hope for sickle cell patients

Our belief in creating healthier, more resilient 

communities is reflected in our partnership with the 

St. Lucia Sickle Cell Association through the Forces for 

Good program, supporting an initiative that combines 

compassion with impactful action to improve lives.

This project focuses on enhancing the association’s 

clinic to better serve its clients. The refurbishment 

aims to create a welcoming, functional space where 

individuals living with sickle cell anaemia can access 

vital care and support. Beyond physical upgrades, the 

project ensures that clients have access to essential 

medications, helping to ease the burdens often 

associated with managing this condition.

Education and empowerment are at the heart of this initiative. A series of workshops and training sessions provide clients and caregivers 

with valuable tools and knowledge, such as foot care education and personalised counselling services. Additionally, a capacity-building 

workshop has been implemented to help the association develop a robust strategic plan, ensuring its long-term sustainability and 

effectiveness.

Through these efforts, the project not only improves the quality of care for those living with sickle cell anaemia but also strengthens the 

St. Lucia Sickle Cell Association as a vital community resource. It’s about more than healthcare – it’s about fostering well-being, building 

resilience, and ensuring that every individual feels supported in their journey.

Unlocking potential: supporting students 
with dyslexia in Barbados

The Caribbean Dyslexia Association is breaking barriers in education 

by supporting children with dyslexia and their families through a 

structured, impactful initiative in Barbados. Beginning in November 

2023, the project launched with a Teaching Dyslexia Pupils Course 

designed to equip teachers with the skills needed to better identify and 

support students who may struggle with dyslexia. This effort, endorsed 

by the Ministry of Education, reflects the growing recognition of the 

importance of addressing learning differences in schools.

In February 2024, the initiative continued with a Dyslexia Screening 

Test for a class of 30 students aged 7 to 11. This vital tool helps 

educators pinpoint students who may need further testing, enabling a 

more focused approach to addressing potential challenges. Screening 

tests are not definitive but serve as a first step in identifying those who 

may benefit from additional assessments, helping teachers provide the 

right support where it’s needed most.

Following the screening process, the next phase involved 

comprehensive assessments for the identified students. These 

assessments delve into why certain students may be falling behind and provide practical solutions for addressing their difficulties. As a 

result, eight students from three primary schools received individualised tutoring through specially designed Individual Education Plans. 

These plans were tailored to each child’s unique needs, setting the stage for academic progress and improved self-confidence.

The programme’s impact extends beyond the classroom. Parents of assessed students received financial assistance to support 

necessary interventions, while a portion of fees covered by the Caribbean Dyslexia Association contributes to paying tutors and sustaining 

the operations of the centre. Additionally, parent engagement was fostered through informative PTA sessions, creating a community of 

understanding and advocacy for children with dyslexia.

Delivering dignity: a mobile 
solution to period poverty

In underserved communities across Trinidad and 

Tobago, the Helping Her Foundation is addressing the 

critical issue of period poverty through its innovative 

mobile pad bank initiative. This project combines 

practicality and advocacy by distributing feminine 

hygiene products such as sanitary napkins, liners, and 

tampons while raising awareness about the challenges 

of period poverty.

The mobile pad bank, launched in 2024 with the 

acquisition of a Hyundai H1 panel van, has already made 

a significant impact. By February, it had supported 151 

individuals, including 11 households, two secondary 

schools, and a shelter for disabled children—a 

substantial increase from the 24 individuals reached in 

the previous year. This initiative is removing barriers for 

those who struggle to access basic sanitary products, 

ensuring dignity and comfort for women and girls.

In addition to providing these essential items, the team behind the Helping Her Foundation has been active in raising awareness. They 

have participated in two of their three targeted public events for the year, using these platforms to spark meaningful conversations about 

period poverty and advocate for systemic change.

The mobile pad bank is more than just a delivery service; it’s a movement to ensure that no one in Trinidad and Tobago is held back by 

a lack of access to basic hygiene. This initiative represents a significant step toward addressing period poverty, improving the lives of 

women and girls, and fostering greater awareness and understanding within the community.
